 The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday, 
the 17th day of December 2018, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Darlene Breckenridge led 
the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America. 
 
 Mayor Darlene Breckenridge presided with the following Councilmembers present:  
Dennis M. Clark, John R. Feighert, L. Corey Sloan and Becky Curtis.  Absent:  None. 
 
 Present were Interim City Manager Zac Johnson, Attorney for the City Padraic Corcoran 
and City Clerk Shellie J. Blades.

CONSENT AGENDA 
 
 Motion was made by Councilmember Feighert and seconded by Councilmember Clark to 
approve the Consent Agenda.  Motion passed by unanimous voice vote. 
 


a. Motion to approve the Minutes of the December 5, 2018 Regular Session 
 


CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 
 Interim City Manager Johnson informed Council that there will be 59 newly elected 
officials in the Missouri House (36%) and 9 new officials in the Missouri Senate (26%) which may 
cause an interesting Session. There are a few upcoming issues such as net metering, Sunshine Law 
Requests and out of boundary utility rates that legislators will need to be informed and educated 
about. 
 Representatives from Hochschild and Bloom were in-house this past week conducting field 
work for the City’s 2017-2018 Audit.  This year’s audit went smoother than in previous years and 
the final audit will be presented to Council in mid to late February. 
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 City Staff coordinated a meeting for the US Highway 36 Bob F. Griffin Road Community 
Improvement District (CID).  Four out of the five board members were in attendance.  Steps were 
outlined during the workshop to get the District operational.  Padraic Corcoran will be acting as 
the CID’s legal counsel as long as there is no conflict with the City of Cameron. 
 Inspectors from the Department of Natural Resources were on site Thursday, December 
13th inspecting the water treatment plant and distribution system.  The inspection went well and 
there were a few improvements identified. 
 Crews from Rain for Rent have been here picking up our emergency pipeline.  All of the 
ring-lock pipe has been picked up and returned to storage.  They are now working on their HDPE 
pipe. 
 Councilmember Sloan referenced an email between Interim City Manager Johnson and the 
Public Safety Committee regarding funding for the Police Department salaries.  Councilmember 
Sloan requested information on what other cities are doing to address this type of issue.   
 Councilmember Sloan inquired if the auditors are looking at policies and procedures.  
Interim Manager Johnson responded they are mostly looking at the City’s financial position and 
some policies and procedures.  Councilmember Sloan referred to a letter written to Council by 
David Lee, specifically about intra-fund transfers being shown as revenue.  Interim City Manager 
Johnson explained this is done only during the budget discussions to explain how proposed 
projects are to be funded.  Councilmember Sloan inquired if the reserves are reflected in the budget.  
Staff responded that the reserves are presented to Council on a quarterly basis but could be 
provided more frequently if requested.  Councilmember Feighert stated his concerns about 
negative balances at the Airport. 
 


EDOC/TERRY RUMERY UPDATE 
 
 Terry Rumery gave Council a brief update on economic development projects in the works.  
Mr. Rumery credited Mike O’Donnell and Zac Johnson with resolving a right-of-way issue 
between the Missouri Department of Transportation and the Randy Curnow expansion project.  
Some issues have come up with Project Confidential but Mr. Rumery feels there is a solution.  The 
Ehrhardts are still marketing their project.  The Veteran’s Clinic is still moving forward and he is 
waiting for an announcement on the location they’ve selected. 
 The passage of Clean Missouri legislation has had some effect on Great Northwest Day at 
the Capitol.  No gifts or complementary dinners can be provided to legislators so the event is being 
reworked to adjust to these changes.

Copies of said 
Resolution 2018-49 were available for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Clark 
and seconded by Councilmember Feighert to pass Resolution 2018-49.  Discussion.  Interim City 
Manager Johnson explained this is a purchase the City has been working on for a couple of years.  
Last year the bids came in high and the value of our trade-in was low. The existing unit was able 
to pass inspection and make it for another year. This year the bids came in under what was 
budgeted and they’ve contemplated keeping the existing truck to do small jobs.  Councilmember 
Feighert inquired about Volkswagen grants for green energy.  Interim City Manager Johnson 
advised he is aware of these settlement funds are is contemplating the purchase of a dump truck 
with such funds but not an aerial truck. Electric vehicle charging stations are also possible with 
the VW grants.  Councilmember Feighert stated the budget is in worse shape than they originally 
thought and inquired what it would cost to keep the old truck in service. Resolution 2018-49 failed 
with a voice vote of two in favor and three opposed.

Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
 
 
2018 Building Permits –Building permits were up 20% as compared to 2017.  The City issued 
243 total permits with a grand total of $3,728,157.42 in construction costs.  There were 24 illegal 
jobs caught by the City Inspector.  The City issued three “Stop-Work” orders due to construction 
not meeting the minimum code.  All three issues were successfully resolved.      
 
 
Groat Street Project – Design continues on the Groat Street Project.  City Crews have been spot 
checking underground utilities to identify potential conflicts.  Work continues on acquiring the 
necessary right of way.  The project is planned to be bid in February. 
 
 
Property, Liability, and Workers’ Compensation – Staff has been evaluating the City’s insurance.  
Our premiums with MPR have continued to escalate above market rate. We are looking at 
alternative options as well as exit requirements from the MPR pool.    
 
 
Alliance Water Resources – Alliance employees will be in attendance to present the City with a 
refund from our 2017-18 contract year.  Alliance continues to be a good steward of the City’s 
wastewater treatment facility.   
 
 
Next Meeting – Our next meeting will need to be rescheduled for January 15th.  At this meeting 
we will need to pass an ordinance calling for the April election of Councilmembers.

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, MISSOURI, 
AUTHORIZING A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR A 


COMMUNICATION TOWER IN “R-2’ TWO-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL AT 
1015 SOUTH WEST STREET 


  
WHEREAS, on July 17, 2018, Atlas Tower 1, LLC petitioned for a Conditional Use 


Permit to allow the installation of a communication tower in an “R-2” Two-Family Residential 
District; and 


 
WHEREAS, due public notice in the manner prescribed by law regarding the above 


petition was given by publication in the Cameron Citizen-Observer on October 25, 2018 of a public 
hearing concerning this matter before the Planning and Zoning Commission of Cameron (the 
“Commission”) for November 26, 2018; and 


 
WHEREAS, the Commission did hold a public hearing and received evidence regarding 


the matter on November 26, 2018; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Commission has met, considered said request and finds that it complies 


with the Conditional Use provisions of the Cameron Zoning Ordinance and recommends approval 
of said Conditional Use Permit by the City Council; and  
 
 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 
OF CAMERON, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS: 


 
 
Section 1. Pursuant to Article 31, Conditional Uses, of the Cameron Zoning Ordinance, 


petitioner Atlas Tower 1, LLC is hereby granted a Conditional Use Permit to install a 
communication tower at 1015 South West Street. The petitioner agrees to comply with the City of 
Cameron Codes and Zoning Ordinances regarding communication towers.  As part of the 
Conditional Use agreement, Atlas Towers 1, LLC will provide a maintenance agreement (attached 
Exhibit A) for the property and equipment for all damages and repairs caused by the tower 
permitted under the Conditional Use Permit.

Section 2.  The Mayor is authorized to sign this ordinance approving it on behalf of the 


City of Cameron. 
 
Section 3.  The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature.

Communications Tower Maintenance Agreement for 
Atlas Tower: 1015 S West St., Cameron, MO 


 
THIS AGREEMENT, is hereby made and entered into by and between Atlas Tower 1, LLC, 
herein referred to as "Developer", and the CITY OF CAMERON, herein referred to as the “City.” 
 
WHEREAS, the Developer herein wishes to provide a guarantee of performance including 
maintenance responsibilities within their project area as shown on the approved building plans and 
as set forth within this agreement. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants set forth below, the undersigned 
parties do covenant and agree as follows: 
 
1.  The developer agrees, at their own cost and expense: 
 


a. To furnish all labor, equipment and material necessary to perform and 
complete all maintenance for the project area in a good and workmanlike 
manner and to do all work incidental thereto in accordance with the approved 
plans and requirements of the City of Cameron. 


 
b. To maintain the site area in good working order and free of debris, excessive 


weeds and overgrowth, and clear of any other potentially hazardous condition. 
Developer shall also restore, repair or replace, to the satisfaction of the City, 
any defective work or labor done or defective materials furnished. 


 
c. Developer shall use reasonable best efforts to maintain the site in good 


working order at all times. The foregoing not withstanding, the City may 
inspect the site at any time and request Developer perform certain reasonable 
maintenance tasks to keep the site in a good working and safe condition. 
Maintenance required in this fashion shall be completed by the Developer 
within 30 days of written notice from the City directing performance of such 
activities.   


 
d. If the Developer fails to maintain the improvements as outlined within this 


Agreement consistent with the approved plans, the City shall have the right to 
make such improvements and charge Developer the cost of such 
improvements and maintenance along with reasonable penalty and/or 
administration fees. 
 


2. Developer agrees that if suit is brought upon this Agreement with regard to the 
completion of the maintenance, all costs and reasonable expenses and fees incurred by 
the City in successfully enforcing such obligations shall be paid by Developer including 
reasonable attorney's fees, and that upon entry of judgment such costs, expenses and fees 
shall be taxed as costs and included in any judgment rendered. 







 


 
3. The City shall not, nor shall any officer or employee of City, be liable or responsible for 


any accident, loss or damage happening or occurring to the works specified in this 
Agreement prior to the completion of approval hereof, nor shall City or any officer or 
employee thereof be liable for any persons or property injured by reason of the acts or 
omissions of Developer, his agents or employees in the performance of the work, and all 
of said liabilities are assumed by Developer. Developer agrees to protect, defend and hold 
harmless City and the officers and employees thereof from all loss, liability or claim 
because of or arising out of the acts of omissions of Developer, his agents and employees, 
in the performance of this Agreement, or arising out of the use of any patent or patented 
article in the performance of this Agreement. 


 
4. The Developer hereby grants to the City, and to any agent or employee of the City, the 


irrevocable permission to enter upon the lands of the above referenced project for the 
purpose of completing the maintenance work described herein, as may be reasonably 
necessary. 


 
5. Developer agrees at all times, up to the completion of any maintenance services, to give 


good and adequate warning to the traveling public of each and every dangerous condition 
caused by the construction or maintenance of the improvements, and to protect the 
traveling public from such defective or dangerous conditions, if any. 


 
6. It is understood and agreed by the Developer that if any part, term or provision of this 


Agreement is by the courts held to be unlawful and void, the validity of the remaining 
portions shall not be affected and the rights and obligations of the parties shall be 
constructed and enforced as if this Agreement did not contain the particular part, term or 
provision held to be invalid. 


 
7. Any notice or notices required or permitted to be given pursuant to this Agreement shall

8. If the Developer, or the Developer’s successors, agents, or assigns, abandon the site and 
the City provides written notice of the potential abandonment to the Developer, and the 
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Developer does not respond to the written notice stating that the site is not abandoned or 
remove the proposed telecommunications support structure within thirty (30) days of said 
written notice, the City in its discretion may either (1) remove the telecommunications 
support structure from the site and certify the costs of removal to the Developer, which 
the Developer shall pay said certified costs to the City within ninety (90) days of receipt 
of notice or (2) take possession of the telecommunications support structure.
