Re: Manager’s Report

Winter Weather — City Crews battled our first winter storm of 2020. While the storm could have
been worse, the build-up of ice is always a concern. Our tree trimming efforts in the Electric
Department are paying dividends as we saw fewer outages than surrounding communities. Still,
there was enough trees damaged by the storm for the City to enact our brush pick-up. We also
extended the timeframe to allow our citizen ample time to have the debris curbside for pick-up.

MIRMA - Staff is preparing for our first Loss Control Evaluation from MIRMA. This is an
annual evaluation to ensure the City is taking the necessary steps for loss control and minimizing
potential liabilities. The evaluation will cover management direction, fleet safety, liability control
for each department, human resources, and other various aspects of loss control. MIRMA will be
onsite on February 5™ for the evaluation.

FY19 Audit — Hochschild, Bloom & Company was here last week to conduct our annual audit.
Thanks to the hard work of our Finance Department, the process went well and initial comments
were less than previous years. We should expect their final report within the next 2 months.

Pedestrian Improvements

PURPOSE

The attached ordinance authorizes the City Manager to execute an agreement with Mega
Industries Corporation for the Grand Avenue and Walnut Street Improvements.

BACKGROUND

This project includes sidewalk along both sides of Walnut, south of Grand Avenue and
pedestrian crossing improvements on the south side of Grand and east side of Walnut.

The City Council awarded the bid to Mega Industries Corporation as the low and best bid of
$246,729.00, at the November 4, 2019 Meeting. Mega Industries Corporation has since
submitted all the required documents necessary, including their executed agreement.

Funding for this project comes from STP grant monies. When the project was initially
estimated for the budget it included a match cost to the city of approximately $46,000. Both
construction and inspection have increased a bit over $30,000. The finance committee met
and was able to find the additional funding, by using some of the money left over from the
asphalt contract. We will not seek additional monies from MoDot for this project.

RECOMMENDATION
Our engineers, Transystems Engineering, have checked references, bonding capacity and
other sources to verify Mega Industries Corporation, ability to complete this project and
recommend execution of the agreement.

RE: Parks Sales Tax

Purpose

The Park Board has spent considerable amount of time researching options to fund park
improvements. A ¥2 % sales tax is the best and only method right now that would generate
enough revenue to provide for rehabilitation of the existing aquatics facility and the acquisition,
construction, rehabilitation, and operation of park facilities and parkland; including the
construction of ballfields. A 1/2 % park sales tax would generate approximately $640,000 per
year of revenue. The proposed tax has a clause that this tax shall sunset after twenty-five years.

Recommendation

Park Board unanimously recommends the following ordinance be passed and approved calling
for the question of a one-half percent sales tax for Aquatic Facility and parkland improvements
be submitted to the qualified voters of Cameron on the April 7, 2020 general election.

AN ORDINANCE CALLING FOR AN ELECTION IN THE CITY OF
CAMERON, MISSOURI ON THE QUESTION OF WHETHER THE CITY
SHALL IMPOSE A ONE-HALF PERCENT (1/2%) SALES TAX ON THE

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron, Missouri (the “City”) is a third-class city-and political
subdivision duly organized and validly existing under the Constitution and laws of the State of
Missouri;

WHEREAS, the City is authorized under Sections 94.500 through 94.550 of the Revised
Statutes of Missouri to propose an increase in the general city sales tax rate of one-half percent
(0.5%) for the purpose of providing additional funds for the construction and operation of certain
proposed park improvements for the City;

WHEREAS, the proposed increase in the general city sales tax rate to a total of one-half
percent (0.5%) cannot become effective until it has been submitted to the qualified voters of the
City of Cameron, Missouri and approved by a majority of the qualified voters voting thereon; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri desires to avail itself of
such authority and submit to the voters,of the City the question of increasing the citywide general
sales tax by one-half percent (0.5%) for.the purpose of providing additional funds for City parks
to the qualified voters of the City of Cameron, as provided by law, and in addition to all other sales
tax imposed by law.

NOW, THEREFORE,BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THECITY
OF CAMERON, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. This-general-sales tax increase shall be submitted to the qualified voters of
Cameron, Missouri; for their approval as required by Section 94.510 of the Revised Statutes of
Missouri on Tuesday, April 7, 2020, on the following question:

Shall the City of Cameron, Missouri, impose a one-half percent
(0.5%) General City Sales Tax to fund the rehabilitation of the
existing aquatics facility and the acquisition, construction,
rehabilitation, and operation of park facilities and parkland;

Section 4. The City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to notify the County Clerks of
Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri of the adoption of this Ordinance no later than 5:00 P.M
on January 22, 2020, and to include in said notification all of the terms and provisions required by
the Comprehensive Election Act, Chapter 115 of the Revised Statutes of Missouri, as amended.

Section 5. Within ten (10) days after approval of such ballot proposition, the City Clerk
shall forward to the Director of Revenue of the State of Missouri, by United States Registered Mail
or Certified Mail, a certified copy of the imposing ordinance, along with a map of the City of
Cameron, clearly showing the boundaries thereof.

Section 6. The portions of this Ordinance shall be severable. In the event that any portion
of this Ordinance is found by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the remaining portions
of this Ordinance are valid, unless the court finds the valid portion of this Ordinance are so essential
and inseparably connected with and dependent upon the void portion that it cannot be presumed
that the City Council would have enacted the valid portions without the invalid ones, or unless the
court finds that the valid portions standing alone are incomplete and incapable of being executed
in accordance with the legislative intent.

Section 7. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and
approval.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

City Manager Rasmussen updated Council regarding the status of one of the eight goals
that were identified at the strategic planning session. The goal to update the City’s Emergency
Operations Plan will begin with Council and executive staff completing the National Incident
Management System (NIMS) classes 100 and 700 during the month of January. In February, a
NIMS 402 class will be scheduled and finally in March a table-top exercise will be conducted to
test the skills learned and identify any further training or manual updates that are needed.

City Manager Rasmussen and Utility Director Johnson are meeting weekly to discuss and
review the progress made on the Great Northwest Wholesale Water Commission (GNWW(C)
project. There are a total of 165 easements necessary for the project involving 133 landowners.
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Staff’s goal is to obtain 100 easements in 100 days. The $500,000 loan the City made to GNWWC
IS assisting greatly with this endeavor.

City Manager Rasmussen advised Council that, once again, his vacation has been delayed
due to weather. Sometime in the near future he will be gone for two weeks on vacation but in the
meantime he will be present and available.

The Council was informed that the President recently signed legislation at the Federal level
changing the age to purchase any tobacco products to 21. To that end, the City will bring back an
Ordinance for Council to approve updating the City’s Code to match this new legislation.

Cameron Main Street Inc. is planning to apply for a grant through Missouri Main Street
Connection to improve store fronts on Third Street. One facet of the grant application is a letter
from the Mayor/City supporting the project. Council consensus was to sign a letter of endorsement
for the grant application for Main Street Inc.

Councilmember Clark thanked the Park Board for all their work on this great
opportunity. Councilmember Curtis inquired why the Park Board selected the April election for
this tax. Public Works Director Bontrager responded that the Park Board is working with other
groups and funding sources and the April ballot seemed to be the best fit. Bill 2020-2 passed on
first reading only with three in favor and two absent.

RE: Tobacco Products — Minimum Age 21
Purpose

As you may recall, the Council passed Ordinance 6114 on November 18, 2019 which raised the
age to purchase vaping products to 21 years of age. Since then, the President has signed legislation
raising the age to purchase tobacco products, in general, to 21 years of age. While the federal
legislation went into effect immediately, State of Missouri agencies are waiting for additional
details before they begin enforcement of the new standards. To that end, this Ordinance (if
approved) will take effect 60 days from its passage. This interim period gives business owners
time to make changes to their processes, inventory controls and training regimes.

Recommendation

The Ordinance attached has been reviewed by Counselor Corcoran and staff recommends
approval.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CAMERON, MISSOURI AMENDING
ARTICLE V, TOBACCO, OF CHAPTER EIGHT, OFFENSES-
MISCELLANEOUS OF THE CITY OF CAMERON CODE BY UPDATING
THE MINIMUM AGE TO PURCHASE TOBACCO PRODUCTS

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 8, Offenses-Miscellaneous, of the City of Cameron Code
the City of Cameron, Missouri has previously adopted regulations relating ‘to the.sale and
distribution of cigarettes as authorized by Sections 407.924 and 407.934 of the Revised Statutes
of Missouri (the “Tobacco Products Statutes”); and

WHEREAS, the President of the United States recently signed legislation to amend the
Federal Food, Drug and Cosmetic Act and raise the federal minimum age of sale of tobacco
products from 18 to 21 years of age; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 8, Article V of the City of Cameron Code currently prohibits the sale
and distribution of cigarettes and tobacco products to any person under 18 years of age; and

WHEREAS, based upon the information provided and-its authority pursuant to Section
407.932 RSMo., and other applicable Missouri law the Cameron City Council desires to amend
the Code relating to the regulation of the sale and distribution of tobacco products to minors under
the age of 21.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCILOF THECITY
OF CAMERON, MISSOURI-AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Section 8-208, Definitions, of Division 1, Smoking, Vaping and Alternative
Nicotine Products, of~Article V, Tobacco, of Chapter 8, Offenses-Miscellaneous, is hereby
amended as follows:

Minor-means a person under the age of twenty-one (21) in regard to tobacco
products; alternative nicotine products or vapor products.

Section 2. Subsection (a) of Section 8-216, Sale of tobacco, vapor and alternative nicotine
products; prohibited; punishment, of Division 2, Selling of tobacco, vapor and alternative nicotine
products, of Article V, Tobacco, of Chapter 8, Offenses-Miscellaneous, is hereby amended as
follows:

(@) No person shall sell any tobacco or alternative nicotine products or distribute
any tobacco or alternative nicotine products or rolling papers to any minor (under
twenty-one (21) years of age). This section shall not apply to the distribution by
family members on property that is not open to the public.





Section 3. Subsections (1) and (2) of Section 8-217, Signs required, of Division 2, Selling
of tobacco, vapor and alternative nicotine products, of Article V, Tobacco, of Chapter 8, Offenses-
Miscellaneous, are hereby amended as follows:

(1) Contain in red lettering at least one-half inch high on a white background the
following:

“IT IS A VIOLATION OF STATE LAW FOR CIGARETTES OR OTHER
TOBACCO OR ALTERNATIVE NICOTINE PRODUCTS TO BE SOLD TO
ANY PERSON UNDER THE AGE OF 21”; and

“IT IS A VIOLATION OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF CAMERON FOR
ANY VAPOR PRODUCT TO BE SOLD TO ANY PERSON UNDER THE
AGE OF 21”

(2) Include a depiction of a pack of cigarettes at least two (2). inches high defaced
by a red diagonal diameter of a surrounding red.circle and the words “UNDER
21",

Section 4. Subsection (a) of Section 8-218, Product distribution to minors, prohibited, of
Division 2, Selling of tobacco, vapor and alternative nicotine products, of Article V, Tobacco, of
Chapter 8, Offenses-Miscellaneous, is hereby amended as follows:

(@) It shall be unlawful for any person to engage in tobacco or alternative nicotine
product distribution to persons under twenty-one (21) years of age.

Section 5. Subsection (a) of Section 8-219, Proof of age required; exception, of Division
2, Selling of tobacco, vapor and alternative nicotine products, of Article V, Tobacco, of Chapter
8, Offenses-Miscellaneous, is hereby amended as follows:

(@) A person selling tobacco or alternative nicotine products or rolling papers or
distributing tobacco or alternative nicotine product samples shall require proof
of age from a prospective purchaser or recipient by verifying, via a photo
identification such as a driver’s license, that the person is twenty-one (21) years
of age or older.

Section 6. The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance approving it on behalf of the
City Councilof the City of Cameron, Missouri.

Section 7. The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature.

Section 8. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect sixty (60) days from and after
its passage and approval.

Reservoir Multi-use Trail Phase 111 Expansion
PURPOSE

The attached bill would authorize City Staff to apply for grant funding through the Missouri Department
of Natural Resources, Missouri State Parks Division for trail expansion at the Cameron Reservoir Multi-
Use Trail.

DISCUSSION & FINANCING

The Recreation Trails Program is a competitive grant process for trail related projects. Public agencies
are reimbursed for project costs at a rate of 80%, up to a maximum of $250,000.00 per grant, with a
minimum 20% or $50,000.00 match. We will explore options for in-kind services to help reduce the total
cash match. By this resolution the Council acknowledges that there will be a cash match if the grant is
awarded. The staff would therefore build that $50,000 match into the 2021 budget.

We anticipate most of the work with this grant would occur close to the McElwain Drive trailhead with
installation of a large structure for a water crossing. There would not be that much addition of actual
trail.

The DNR anticipates notification of successful grant applicants sometime this fall and construction
during the following 2021 season.

RECOMMENDATION

We are recommending the Council consider the attached resolution authorizing the Recreational Trails
Program Project Agreement.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO PASS A RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron is applying for federal assistance from the Recreational
Trails Program for the purpose of Cameron Reservoir Multi-Use Trail Construction, Phase 1lI.

In the event a grant is awarded, the City of Cameron will commit the necessary
financial resources to operate and maintain the completed project in a safe and attractive manner for
public access for a minimum of 25 years for a trail-related project.

Section 4. In the event a grant is awarded, the City of Cameron is prepared to complete the
project within the time period identified on the signed project agreement.

Section 5. In the event a grant is awarded, the City of Cameron will comply with all rules
and regulations of the Recreational Trails Program, applicable Executive Orders and all state laws
that govern the grant applicant during the performance of the project.

Section 6. The Mayor is hereby authorized to sign this Resolution approving it on behalf of
the City of Cameron.

Section 7. The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature.
